2(C). Visitor's Award for -do-
Research (Biological
Sciences)
3. Visitor's Award for -do-
Technology Development
3. Online applications for the Sixth Visitor’s Awards, 2020 in the above mentioned

three categories are invited from the faculty members and students of the Central
Universities. Any eligible person can apply directly without the approval or being
forwarded by the University authorities. Eligible persons are those faculty member or
enrolled student of a central university, where the President is the Visitor.

4. The application forms have been uploaded in the website. The applicants can register
themselves and upload their entries directly on the website http://rb.nic.in/va2020 or can visit
the website of President of India, i.e., http://www.presidentofindia.nic.in. A link “Nomination
for Sixth Visitor’'s Awards, 2020” will direct the applicants to the desired webpage on
clicking.

5. Applicants may please go through the FAQs and Important Instructions before filling
up the application forms. After registration, the applicant may choose the desired category for



which they wish their entries to be considered. An applicant can submit multiple applications
in same or different categories/sub categories.

6. Once the entry is shortlisted by the Selection Committee for the Visitor's Awards, it will
be sent to the Vice Chancellor of that Central University to verify the particulars of the
application.

7. The Vice Chancellor is requested to make widespread publicity of the event so
that maximum number of students and faculty members can submit their nominations.

8. The last date for filling the online application is 30th September, 2020.

9. The awards will be presented by the President of India at Rashtrapati Bhavan.

No. 72-Pres/2014.—The President of India, in his capacity as Visitor of the Central Universities, is pleased to
institute Visitor’s Awards in the following categories to promote healthy competition amongst central universities and
motivate them to adopt best practices from around the world in the pursuit of excellence and in this behalf, to make, ordain
and establish the following guidelines governing the award which shall be deemed to have effect from date of publication
of this notification:

S1.No. Title of the Award Details
L. Visitor’s Award for the Best University Citation and Trophy
2. Visitor’s Award for Innovation Citation and Cash reward of Rupees One lakh
Visitor’s Award for Research Citation and Cash reward of Rupees One lakh
2. Purpose:

To encourage excellence through competition. These awards would help promote healthy competition amongst
central universities and motivate them to adopt best practices from around the world in the pursuit of excellence.
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3. Eligibility :

All Central Universities, of which the President of India is Visitor, will be eligible for the Award for the Best
University. All faculty members and students of all the Central Universities will be eligible for the Visitor’s Award for
Innovation as well as Visitor’s Award for Research. Individuals / group of individuals can apply.

4. Criteria:
The criteria for the three Visitor’s Awards will be as under :-

(@)  Visitor’s Award for the Best University - For academic excellence and overall outstanding work by the
central university during the year.

(b)  Visitor’s Award for Innovation - For unique innovation developed and displayed by individual or group of
the central university during the year.

(¢)  Visitor’s Award for Research - For path-breaking research carried out by individual or group of the central
university during the year.

5. Nature and Number of Award:
There will be only one award in each category and these Awards will be given annually.
6. Method of Selection:

A panel of awardees would be prepared by a Selection Committee for final selection by the President. The
Committee will have the following composition —

(i) Secretary to the President - Chairperson
(@ii) Secretary, Dept. of Higher Education, Ministry of HRD - Member
(ii)) Secretary, Dept. of Science & Technology - Member
(iv) Chairman, University Grants Commission (UGC) - Member
(v) Executive Vice-Chairman, National Innovation Foundation - Member
(vi) Director General, Council for Industrial & Scientific Research (CSIR) - Member

(vii) Two persons of eminence in the field of academics, research and other relevant fields to be nominated by the
President - Member

(viii) An Officer from the President’s Secretariat - Member Secretary
@ix) The schedule for the nomination of the Awards will be notified by the President’s Secretariat.

The selection committee will invite online nominations in the prescribed formats. The selection committee will
devise its own procedure to select the awardees, which will be put on the website of the President of India.

7. Presentation of Award:

The awards shall be presentated by the President at the time of Annual Conference of the Vice Chancellors of
Central Universities held annually in the month of February.

8. Notification of the Awards :
The names of the recipients of awards will be published in the Official Gazette.
